· PIC/S What are the Implication for Thai Pharmaceutical Manufacturers? provided by Ms. Linda Ambrose:
- Ms. Linda made an announcement to those who want the soft copy of this presentation shall leave name and contact number or business card to any of the ISPE staff or to Ms. Linda herself. 

- Ms. Linda explained that there is a lot of confusion and anxiety about PIC/S GMP.  It has become a very interesting and sensitive issue in Thailand.  She also noted that GMP is required for consumer protection.  It’s not optional. All GMP guides have the same basic requirements.  
- Messages to take home:

· Don’t be panic.  PIC/S GMP is possible.  Take time to understand the requirements and plan to prepare to develop GMP standards in-line with your business development plan.         

· Shift attention to Quality Systems, generally the biggest factor for success 
· There are far more benefits than detriments in adopting GMP in a controlled and timely manner.



· ISPE Thailand affiliate update provided by Mr. Bernhard Thurnbauer: 
- Mr. Bernhard informed the members of the last event of R.X. Manufacturing plant tour on February 2, 2007.  Twenty-five members participated in the event with the profit of 3,000 Baht.
- Mr. Bernhard presented members with an ISPE Thailand affiliate financial statement from 2004 to March 2007.  The outstanding balance is 160,000 Baht.  

· Suggested Future Activities Thailand 2007 by Mr. Bernhard Thurnbauer:
- A list of activities was distributed to every members for the selection of the maximum 2 activities per member.  

- The list would be collected after the meeting and the result will be announced via email to every members.  

· Election of ISPE President and Vice President Thailand Board 2007:
- Questions on issue of voting methods and the selection of vice president are raised. After brief discussion, the majority of members agreed on raising hands as voting method rather than the secret vote in paper and one time election (second runner up as vice president).
- Ms. Siriporn presented the nominee list and vote authorization table to the members.  Two out of 15 nominees are willing to accept the nomination—Mr. Mark Tang and Mr. Bernhard Thurnbauer.  Unfortunately, Mr. Mark Tang was unable to participate in this election due to the unforeseen business trip in Pattaya.
- Mr. Bernhard nominated Mr. Chartchai Wajakiet as the third runner for the President.  Mr. Chartchai accepted the nomination.

- The majority of members voted Mr. Chartchai Wajakiet as President and the second runner up, Mr. Bernhard Thurnbauer, as Vice President for ISPE Thailand affiliate 2007.
